
Laptops use much less energy than desktop PCs. 
A single computer and monitor running for 8 hours 
a day can cost over £50 a year.

A television switched off and plugged can 
contribute £16.24 annually to your electricity bill.

Most of the properties are operated at 22°C to 25°C. 
The recommended operational temperature of a 
thermostat for a normal office building is between 
18°C - 21°C. 

You can save £100 on your annual heating bills by 
reducing the temperature by 1 degree. 

Compressed air – manufacturing companies must 
regularly conduct leaks tests and fix all faults as a 
small leak could cost £700 a year.
